OVERVIEW: 
The Tutor provides intensive tutorial services for foster youth who are in grades 1-3.  This 

position will utilize the resources provided to them in order to develop literacy skills in students, 

and will provide feedback to the Education Director regarding the progress of the students he/she 

is tutoring.  Positions are located in the community, in the children’s homes, foster agencies, and 

schools.  This is a part-time position (3 hours/day, 3 days/week: Monday – Friday in the 

afterschool hours) and is scheduled to end in September 2012. 

 

Duties include, but are not limited to: 

 Maintains records on each student who is being tutored including follow-up and periodic 

assessments. 

 Assists students in achieving a better understanding of specific subject material and 

improving academic capabilities in designated areas. 

 Works one on one with the youth or in small groups. 

 Instructional sessions will be after school for 3 hours three times a week. 

 

 

Conducts one half-hour of paid prep time per week.
